Endangered Species and People
Need Real Recovery Now

ESA's wasteful and ineffective provisions must be modernized

(Congressman Richard Pombo is a
champion for Republican principles in
Washington, particularly in his role as
Chairman of the House Committee on
Resources where he is fighting to reform
the federal Endangered Species Act.

Radical environmentalists have
targeted Congressman Pombo because
of his important work to bring sanity and
common sense to federal environmental
laws.

In the article below, first published in
California Forests magazine,
Congressman Pombo makes the case for
how the current federal law is not
adequately protecting endangered
species, produces countless lawsuits, and
creates uncertainty for property owners.)

California, as much or more than any
other state, has witnessed first-hand the
Endangered Species Act's (ESA’s)
shortcomings.

The golden state has the second
highest number of endangered species in
the nation, from the captivating California
condor to the less than charismatic Delhi
Sands Flower Loving Fly.

It's not too surprising, then, that
California leads the lower 48 states in
acres of officially designated critical habitat.
Nearly 20% of the state’s approximately 100
million acres is in the regulatory clutches
of deleterious designation.

Despite the state’s obvious stake in
ESA, little has been done to move reform
legislation through the US Senate.
Californians, with untold resources tied up
due to ESA, deserve real reform and should
demand action from their elected officials.

Getting in Deeper
Even with ESA’s unsuccessful track

record, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
(FWS) recently designated critical habitat

for the California red-legged frog. The
estimated cost in San Luis Obispo County
alone is $165 million. Projected costs for
the entire state are $497 million over 20
years.

What are we getting in return for all that
money? The answer, unfortunately, is not
much. Multiple officials within the FWS, over
successive administrations, have criticized
the critical habitat provision as ineffective
and conflict ridden.

In her 1999 congressional testimony,
Jamie Rappaport Clark, then FWS Director,
said:

“..in 25 years of implementing the ESA,
we have found that designation of ‘official’
critical habitat provides little additional
protection to most listed species, while it
consumes significant amounts of scarce
conservation resources. We believe that
the critical habitat designation process
needs to be recast as the determination of
habitat necessary for the recovery of listed
species. This ‘recover habitat’ should be
described in recovery plans.”

For a federal agency to admit its
program provides little benefit while
consuming huge resources translates in
normal English to a program that is
useless at best. However, after leaving
public service for Defenders of Wildlife, Ms.
Clark changed her tune. When she testifies
now, she calls critical habitat “a crucial tool
for ensuring the survival and recover of
imperiled species.”

Like many aspects of the ESA, critical
habitat is driven by litigation, providing an
endless supply of slam-dunk lawsuits to
activist groups that can bag taxpayer dollars
in the form of attorney’s fees.

Critical habitat is not the only outdated
provision of the ESA. After more than three
decades of implementation and billions of
taxpayer dollars, FWS documents reveal
that only 10 — or less than one percent — of
the Act’s roughly 1,300 listed species have
been recovered. Of those that remain under

its care, just 6 percent are classified as
improving, and a staggering 70 percent are
classifies as either “in decline” or of
“unknown” status.

No wonder the U.S. Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) recently
assessed the endangered species
program as “Not Performing.”

Unexpected Expenses

Furthermore, many costs have
skyrocketed beyond what recovery plans
originally intended. For example the
decurrent false aster’s (a plant) recovery
plan anticipated recovery by 1997 at a cost
of $58,000. In 2006, the FWS announced it
will finally review its status, after spending
more than 800 percent of what was
originally projected. Similarly, the least
tern’s recovery plan anticipated the bird
could be recovered by 2005, at a cost of
$1.75 million to $2 million. By fiscal 2004,
least tern expenditure had exceeded $23
million.

These are just a few of the ESA’s
shortcomings, but they more than justify
the OMB’s assessment that the program
is “not performing” and are some of the
reasons the U.S. House  of
Representatives, with a strong bipartisan
vote, passed HR 3824, the Threatened and
Endangered Species Recovery Act
(TESRA).

TESRA provides many long-needed
improvements, including eliminating
wasteful critical habitat provisions. Instead,
it identifies habitat in recovery plans — just
as Defender’s of Wildlife’'s Jamie Clark
testified was needed when she was with
the FWS.

But TESRA also accomplishes much
more. It requires timely comprehensive
recovery plans and includes affected
parties on recovery teams to reduce conflict.

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Off Roaders Testify to Congress
on McKeon Wilderness Bill HR 5149

Bill Creates Unnecessary Wilderness & Locks Away Wilderness Study Areas

BAKERSFIELD, CA - Fred Wiley,
Executive Director of the Off-Road
Business Association (ORBA) recently
testified in front of the Forests and Forest
Health Committee on behalf of the
California Off-Road Vehicle Association, the
San Diego Off-Road Coalition, the
American Motorcyclist Association - District

37, California Four Wheel Drive
Association, the American Sand
Association, the California Nevada

Snowmobile Association, EcoLogic
Partners, Inc. and the Off-Road Business
Association.

H.R. 5149 the Eastern Sierra Rural
Heritage and Economic Enhancement Act
sponsored by Congressman Buck
McKeon (R) has been the subject of much

speculation by the OHV advocates in
California. The OHV leadership in
California feels that there has not been
sufficient input from their community. Three
basic flaws keep the OHV community in
California from supporting the bill. The first
problem is that the bill fails to release
Wilderness Study Areas (WSA) even though
those areas will never qualify as
“Wilderness,” and at the same time it
restricts public access to 39,000 more
acres by designating those as Wilderness.

Secondly, it designates segments of
the Amargosa River as “Wild and Scenic”
when in reality the current uses in place
today do not qualify it as such. This
designation also does not protect the
historic use of this area as a recreation
area. Thirdly, the bill does not include
statutory language that protects existing
OHYV routes and previously opened routes.

Today’s Choices,
Tomorrow’s Forests

How America’s Forest Look 10, 50, or
100 years from now depends in great part
on the decisions we make today.

Most Americans sit on the side of forest-
management debates. As long as they can
buy lumber and vacation in forested
mountains, all must be right with the world.

But nearly 12.5 million acres have
burned in the West in the past five years.
Lumber demand, meanwhile, is at an all-
time high, driven by near-record housing
starts.

Too often after fires, we watch valuable
timber simply rot. Look at Julian outside of
San Diego, or around the Giant Sequoia
National Monument where the McNally Fire

burned 150,000 acres. Or in Placer,
Amador and El Dorado counties, where the
Freds, Power and Star Fires burned 40,00
acres, or in Southern CA where the Old and
Cedar Fires burned 370,000 acres.

The difference between reforesting
charred landscapes and leaving them
alone to let nature take its course can be
as stark as night and day. Private forestland
owners generally harvest dead trees after
fires to accelerate the return of a healthy
forest and keep their land productive. They
plant native-species seedlings, minimize
erosion and provide diverse wildlife habitat.

But on public lands, it's a different story.
In many places where private land abuts
public forestland, a distinct post-fire
property line emerges with green trees on
one side, shrubs and charred sticks on

As of this date
there has been no action taken on this bill.

Spotted Owl
Listing Denied

At the end of a comprehensive
study, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
has denied a petition to list the
California Spotted Owl as an
Endangered Species.

The study concluded that most owl
populations in the Sierra Nevada are
stable or increasing. According to the
study, the primary threat to the Spotted
Owl is catastrophic wildfire.
Furthermore, the study stated that
forest fuel activities in the Sierra
Nevada are important. The long term
benefit in reducing the risk of wildfire
outweighs the temporary impacts that
fuel reduction places on the owl's
population.

Without reforestation, forestland
conversion to brush field may be
permanent, or the return of forests delayed
in a century or more.

Choices have to be made. It's not OK
to sit by and watch. Often, doing nothing
after a catastrophic fire can cause the
greatest harm to forest resources like soils
and waterways. Post-fire rain can lead to
mass erosion and mud slides. Charred
trees falling on their own can increase
future fire danger.

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CARB Adopts New Standards
for Dune Buggy Emissions

This Move has Averted Possible Disaster for Industry

BAKERSFIELD, CA (July 31, 2006.) —
The California Air Resources Board
(CARB) voted on July 20, 2006 to create a
special category to regulate the emissions
of dune buggies. Previously dune buggies
were regulated under the “Off-Road Large
Spark Ignition” standard, a standard
focused on things like forklifts and
industrial engines. This standard was
problematic for engine and dune buggy
manufacturers because of the expensive
testing equipment and an overly aggressive
durability requirement.

Had the CARB Board of Directors not
adopted this new standard the dune buggy
and engine manufacturers faced the
possibility of severe fines and even the
closing of their businesses as a result of
being out of compliance. This situation
was averted by the hard work of a few key

individuals in the dune buggy industry,
including John Begin of Suspensions
Unlimited and Grant George of Funco
Motorsports, and by Bill Dart, Land Use
Director for the Off-Road Business
Association (ORBA).

These individuals worked with the
board and their staff members to ensure
that the sandcar and engine manufacturers
have a separate emission standard and
test procedure appropriate for the industry.
The existing procedures are prohibitively
expensive for an industry of this scale.
Grant George stated, “I am pleased with
the willingness of the CARB Board to work
with the dune buggy industry to ensure the
environment is protected and the
manufacturers have a reasonable time to
come into compliance with any new
standards”.

The new sandcar category requires
manufacturers to comply only with current
Federal EPA standards. For a buggy to fit

have an engine greater than one liter. If a
buggy has an engine equal to or less than
one liter it will be considered an “Off-Road
Sport Vehicle” by CARB. In the future CARB
would like to look at enacting regulations
for “Sandcars” that are more stringent than
the current Federal EPA requirements. The
CARB Board stated that they would continue
to meet with people in the industry to
discuss any possible changes.

“Bob Cross, Michael Carter, and Scott
Rowland of CARB were very understanding
and pleasant to work with. It is important
that the industry not see them as the enemy,
they are doing their jobs and what they feel
is right. I look forward to working with the
CARB staff on future emission
requirements,” stated John Begin of
Suspensions Unlimited.

ORBA's Director of Land Use, Bill Dart,
has extensive experience working with
CARB in the past and will be working
closely with the industry and CARB to
develop an effective yet affordable solution.
“CARB normally regulates huge multi-
billion dollar industries so it was essential
that they understand the sandcar industry
has extremely limited resources,” Dart
stated. “With our input, we are optimistic
that CARB will develop a reasonable
program,” Dart concluded.

spend millions to fight fires, but not to
restore the national forests they destroy —
even though we could do so at virtually no
cost to taxpayers.

Removing dead trees and creating a
landscape where trees can grow is a
critical first step in forest restoration. But
timing is everything.

Fire-killed trees rot and lose their value
quickly, usually within a year or so.
Charging forestry companies to harvest
some dead trees they could then sell to
sawmills could generate revenue to fund
reforestation. But delays can be fatal.

Delays from “analysis paralysis” and
scientifically unfounded appeals of
reforestation plans can cost taxpayers
millions. After two fires in the Tahoe
National Fires in 2001, for example, the
USDA Forest Service estimates such
delays cost about $5 million in lost revenue.
Consequently, reforestation that could be
self-funding goes largely undone.

Fore most of the past half-century,
charred forests were harvested and
replanted as a matter of course and
common sense. Many forests today, like
those east of Sacramento that surround

the Big and Sugar Pine reservoirs, are the
result of post-fire restoration. Today, the
Forest Service tries to restore only a small
portion of charred lands and most of those
efforts are blocked.

We have the science and technology to
safely and efficiently harvest, replant and
manage fire-damaged forests. We can
harvest wood and reduce erosion. We can
renew forestland while providing diverse
wildlife habitat and helping to meet a
growing demand for wood.

Are our other options really preferable?
Should we leave hillsides blackened?
Harvest other forestland more
aggressively? Stop using wood in favor of
non-renewable materials like concrete and
steel whose production increases
greenhouse gas emissions?

The Forest Emergency Recovery and
Research Act now being debated in
Congress is an attempt to return common
sense to forest restoration and expedite
forest recovery. It doesn’t relax
environmental protections, but accelerates
decision-making and public review
processes to create a more efficient
system for forestry professionals to
regenerate forestland.

We have the means to save our forests.
Let’s fix the system.

When conflict is unavoidable, TESRA
requires compensation for private property
owners’ loss of property or the use thereof.
Further, TESRA provides common sense
exemptions for emergencies and national
security while strengthening scientific
standards, improving reporting, and
mandating transparency in decision
making.

To work, the ESA must refocus on
recovery instead of conflict. For TESRA to
work, the Senate must get the job done.
Endangered species, and Californians,
deserve better. Ignoring the need to
improve the ESA is a dereliction of
congressional duty and an unrecorded
vote to perpetuate a failing conservation
program.
