everything we have achieved in our 100-
year span. However, when it comes to
access to our public lands, some folks
seem to forget everything ever learned at
home or at school.

With the day’s activities ending, we
attended a reception that evening for all
participants on Saturday, February 23,
2008.

On the second day, Sunday, February
24, 2008, we had our introduction for the
agenda for the next four days. Terry Lee
Cook from AMA went through the process
about what AMA does for us. For example,
we were told that Sharon in the Government
Relations Department at the AMA
headquarters tracks over 1100 bills state
by state. It was interesting to hear the
breakdown of the number of bills
introduced at the state level:

e The highway bills for motorcycles
introduced were 630 — alcohol 9,
awareness 15, sound 29, insurance 20,
helmet 53, rider education 35, traffic
offences 136, miscellaneous 208, and
special plates numbered at 125.

« Off Highway bills listed were 374 —
misc. 126, registration 47, youth 19, ATV
40, OHV 19, land use 50, motorcycle trails

AMA mailed out 42,900
pieces of mail last year and
worked with all different
groups to protect access.

After this information was
digested, we went over what
the legislators what to know
when we visit them.

There are three very
specific issues we needed
to learn so we could be more

specific in addressing the
legislators’ concerns.

Those concerns are:

1. How much does it cost?
2. How does it affect my district?
3. Who opposes this?

These questions are something you
will always need to know how to answer
before visiting your legislator, be it state or
national.

Laws take an average of 7 years to get
through all stages to be passed. This is
from beginning to end. This is because of
all of the different committees they have to
go through and the fact that they need to be
addressed in both houses.

On the 3 day, Monday, February 25th,
we heard speaker after speaker. This was
also an eye opener for us all.

Greg Cohen, from Alliance for Highway,
did not give us a pretty picture of what was
in store for us on the Highway
Transportation Trust Fund. He said, as he
did last year, that we are going to be broke,
and no money would be available for
highways. This is partially due to the over
108 different programs that have been
siphoning off the transportation monies
over the years, called earmarks.
Recreational Trails Plan (RTP) from which
we get grant monies for all our “Friends”
groups is such an earmark program.

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OFFICERS OF THE ASSOCIATION AND THEIR DUTIES

ARTICLE VI, Section 3

Officers’ Duties

A. President

The President shall be the chief executive
officer of the Association and shall preside
over all meetings of the Association, Board
of Directors meetings and specially called
meetings. He/She shall have the duty, with
the Board of Directors, to carry out the
policies and decisions of the board. He/
She shall be without the right to vote at
Board of Directors meetings, except in the
event of atie. He/She shall sign all checks
with the Treasurer. If the President is
unable to sign a check, he may authorize
one of the Vice Presidents to sign in his
stead. He/She shall appoint all
Association committees to perform such
duties as are defined in their operation or
creation, subject to the approval of the
Board of Directors. He/She shall perform
such other duties as usually pertain to the
office of the President, and he/she shall
be ex-officio — a member of all committees
except for the Nominating Committee. He/
She shall also act as an advisor for the
Board of Directors for one year after
completion of his/her term of office.

B. Vice President, Administration

The Vice President, Administration shall
be the chief operating officer of the
Association. He/She shall, in the absence
of the President, preside at all meetings
and assume the responsibilities of the
President. He/She shall be responsible
for administrating the day to day
operations of the Association. He/She
shall, in consultation with the President
prepare all reports (except those reports
which are assigned to the secretary and
Treasurer); facilitate communication
between officers and committees;
supervise the timely production of
newsletters; and otherwise ensure the
orderly transaction of Association
business. He/She shall assume all duties
assigned to him/her by the Board of
Directors, and in the event the President
can no longer serve, shall succeed him/
her as President.

C. Vice President, Land Resources
and Public Policy

The Vice President, Land Resources and
Public Policy shall be responsible for the
public policy initiatives for the Association.
He/She shall serve as Chair of the Land
Access Committee, and shall direct the
development of CORVA positions before

the Administrative and Legislative bodies
that are responsible for creating and
carrying out the public policies that affect
the sport of off-roading or the Association.
He/She shall with consultation with the
President and the Board, serve as the
principal spokesperson before public
agencies in articulating the Association
position on matters of public policy. He/
She shall work in conjunction and be
responsible for coordinating the efforts of
CORVA and other allied organizations
when appropriate to develop consensus
positions on issues of importance to the
community.

D. Vice President, Education

Promote education including wise-use of
natural resources, safety awareness, trail
etiquette, stay-on-trails concepts, etc.
Interface and be the contact with outside
agencies and organizations that may be
involved in other education programs and
activities. Provide coordination and
communication between the CORVA
Board of Directors and the CORVA/N2Dirt
Board.

E. Vice President, Sales & Marketing
Develop and implement sales and
marketing plans and strategies. Build,
motivate and lead sales and marketing
teams to meet the goals of CORVA to
increase both individual and associate
memberships. Responsible for brand
building/co branding with target
organizations and associate members.
Interface with all other CORVA
departments to steer CORVA toward
increased income and membership.
Build relationships with manufactures and
distributors in the OHV industry to increase
awareness of CORVA. Chair the
marketing committee.

F. Treasurer

The Treasurer shall be Chairman of the
Budget Committee, be responsible for the
collection of all dues (either directly or
through another office as may be directed
by the Board of Directors), and be the
custodian of all moneys, securities and
deeds belonging to this Association
unless otherwise stated, and shall hold
the same subject to the direction of the
Board of Directors. He/She shall at all
times provide the Secretary with a list of
paid-up members. He/She shall issue
checks for all expenditures as described

in Article X1V, Funds and Article XV,
EXPENSES OF CORVA
REPRESENTATIVES which must be
countersigned by the President or a Vice
President he has so authorized. If the
Treasurer is unable to sign checks, he
may, with the President’s approval,
authorize one of the Vice Presidents to
sign in his stead. Two different signatures
are required at all times. He/she shall at
the discretion of the Board, arrange for
annual audit of the books of this
Association and turn all books and
properties in his/her possession over to
his/her successor within six months
following the close of the Annual Meeting.
He/She shall prepare and present to the
Board of Directors a quarterly income and
expense statement.

G. Secretary

The Secretary shall take minutes at all
General Membership and Board of
Director Meetings, and shall write any
required correspondence. He/She shall
be custodian of all records, reports and
correspondence of CORVA, past and
present. He/She shall forward all moneys
to the Treasurer promptly.

H. Regional Director

The Regional Director shall be the
presiding officer of their region and shall
be responsible to the Board of Directors
for all activities within the region. The
Regional Assistant Directors shall assist
Regional Directors in all duties pertaining
to the activities of the region as directed
by the Director.

I. Regional Assistant Director

The Regional Assistant Directors may
be assigned duties by the Director under
the following titles.

1) Grants
Coordinates all representatives
of requesting agencies.

2) Clubs
Maintains
recruitment

3) Legislative Relations
Promotes relations with legislators

The Regional Secretary shall take
minutes at all Regional Meetings and write
any required correspondence of his region,
past and present. He/She shall forward
all moneys to the State Treasurer promptly.

Managed vs. Unmanaged

I just returned from New Mexico where
| attended the Annual Conference of the
National Association of OHV Program
Managers held in conjunction with the
National Off-Highway Vehicle Conservation
Council (NOHVCC) Annual Conference. In
attendance were representatives from the
U. S. Forest Service and the Bureau of Land
Management and OHV land managers
from various states as well as OHV
enthusiasts.

The purpose of the joint annual
conference is to share information on OHV
recreation. A host of issues were
addressed during the course of the
conference, but the overall theme was
"furthering a positive future for responsible
OHYV recreation.” If | were to use one word

to sum up the thrust of the conference
that word would be “managed.”

In other words, OHV recreation should
be managed, can be managed, and must
be managed if access to public lands for
this sport is to continue. And the land
managers present, both federal and state
officials, believe that they can do the job in
a way that provides the OHV enthusiast an
exciting experience while also protecting
the environment. Certainly this is the goal
of the Forest Service’s Travel Management
Rule and BLM’s OHV Strategy.

While we, on occasion, express some
frustration with certain details of the route
designation process currently underway at
the U. S. Forest Service, there is no
guestion that “managed” recreation is the
future. Land managers and OHV
enthusiasts present benefited from
listening to each other, sharing the latest
ideas on trail management techniques, as
well as finding common ground on how to
preserve OHV riding opportunities and

military, and has previously indicated their
intent to be “good neighbors.”

The proposed expansion is in an
evaluation stage only. Twentynine Palms
has been host to military training dating
back to the early 40’s. The Marines now
use Twentynine Palms as their Combat
Training Center occupying 932 square
miles, or 596,000 acres of the southern
Mojave Desert. The Combat Center is
three-quarters the size of Rhode Island.

The California desert is a finite
resource that has been allocated over the
past seven decades to a multitude of public
purposes and uses. One of those uses is
national defense training, and the Unites
States Marine Corps is evaluating the
feasibility of a major reallocation of that
finite resource. Ultimately, the coalition is
asking for continued access to our public
lands. Further progress will be reported
following subsequent meetings.

US Forest Service Travel Management
Survey - Have Your Voice Heard

(April 7, 2008) - Americans for
Responsible Recreational Access (ARRA)
has teamed up with the AMA/ATVA and
several other national motorized recreation
groups to develop a survey designed to
gain a better understanding of how the US
Forest Service's travel management rule
is being implemented on the National
Forest lands you access with your off-
highway motorcycle or ATV.

Service’s travel management rule your
input will still be useful.

Background

The US Forest Service finalized its
Travel Management Rule in November
2005. The rule requires each Forest to
designate roads, trails and areas open to
OHV use and to publish a Motor Vehicle
Use Map (MVUM) indicating those
decisions. After the MVUM is published, any
use of OHVs on routes or areas not
identified on the map will be illegal. While

Eldorado National Forest
Motorized Routes Designated

USFS Press Release

Placerville, CA (March 31, 2008) -
Forest Supervisor Ramiro Villalvzao has
signed his decision designating a total of
1,847 miles of roads and trails open for
motorized public use in the Eldorado
National Forest. The decision follows two
and one half years of environmental
analysis and public involvement.

The long anticipated decision also
creates a seasonal closure of dirt roads
from January 1 to March 31 and allows
visitors to safely park their vehicles one car
length off a designated route. Villalvazo's
decision adds to the environmental
protection of meadows, watersheds,
wildlife habitats, and other sensitive areas,
and provides quiet recreation
opportunities.

“l am pleased to say that we have a
new starting point for travel management
within the Eldorado National Forest,” said
Villalvazo. “My decision is designed to
provide access where it is important to
Forest visitors and to protect Forest
resources. | know we won't get it exactly
right the first time, however, one key to
implementing the plan is the opportunity
to make changes.”

The newly designated route system will
add to the conservation of the Forest
environment and provide motorized
access for the public. Villalvazo says his
final decision met the standards and
guidelines found in the Forest's Land and
Resource Management Plan, minimized
impacts to meadows, and reduced
impacts to stream courses and riparian
habitat.

“The selected routes will add to visitor's
recreational experience in the Forest,” said
Villalvazo. “We worked to create a diversity
of public motor vehicle opportunities for
visitors with ATVs, motorcycles, four wheel
drives and other high clearance vehicles,
and passenger cars. We created loops
where we could, with the use of existing
routes; we gave attention to maintaining
access to interesting areas, and we
provided access for dispersed recreation
where it was environmentally possible.”

This summer the Forest Service will
continue to allow motor vehicle use on
routes displayed on the same free Motor
Vehicle Use Restriction map that's been
available at all Eldorado National Forest
offices since August 2005. Villalvazo said
changing maps after the summer
recreation season is over will be the least
disruptive to visitors and give them more
time to learn about the changes.

The new 2009 motor vehicle use map
will display the 1,847 miles designated
today plus 334 miles of county roads and
state highways and 311 miles of routes
previously designated in the Rock Creek
area near Georgetown.

Today’s decision allows public
motorized use on 1,002 miles of dirt roads
and 210 miles of trails; and 635 miles of
paved roads suitable for passenger cars.
Cross country travel is prohibited.

The decision also prohibits public
wheeled over the snow travel on the
following routes: all designated snow
mobile routes and cross country ski trails
in the Eldorado National Forest; Mormon
Emigrant Road from the junction of Silver
Fork Road southeast to the Iron Mountain
SnoPark at Highway 88; and Loon Lake
Campground Road; Chipmunk Bluff Road
and Robbs Peak Road.

Villalvazo said that the three month
closure of dirt roads during the historically
wet months (January through March) is
intended to protect road surfaces and
prevent other environmentaldamage. The
Forest Supervisor has the option of closing
the roads sooner or leaving them closed
longer if weather conditions warrant a
change.

“One of our goals during the
environmental analysis was to be
responsive to what we learned from the
thousands of people who took time to
share their insights and information,” said
Villalvazo. “Comments and suggestions
we received were used to refine our
analysis and guide the modification of an
alternative which | selected for my
decision.”

The Forest Service will continue to
recruit and welcome people to join the
many individuals and organizations
currently volunteering to help care for Forest
routes.

Four open houses are planned for
anyone interested in learning more about
the decision at the following locations: El
Dorado County Fairgrounds, Placerville —
April 5, 9 AM — 3 PM; South Lake Tahoe
Community College — April 10, 3 PM - 8
PM; Diablo Canyon Community College,
Pleasant Hill - April 12, 9 AM — 3 PM; Amador
County Board of Supervisor Office, Jackson
—April 17, 3 PM - 8PM.

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Spring Cleanup in the
Sierra National Forest

A newly formed group of recreational people, Stewards of the
Sierra National Forest have decided to make a difference in the
Sierra National Forest. We have teamed up with the local Forest
Service to keep the forest clean and help protect the environment
from anything that might be unsightly or harmful in any way. Our
goals are to be ready to assist in any way we can when the Forest
Service needs us.

Our first project this year is spring clean up. This year’s snow
pack in the Sierra Nevada’'s was above average and there were
high winds for a few days. This means old and weak trees came
down, many of them across the roads and trails. As the snow
melts, we the Stewards of the Sierra National Forest take to the
trails to find these trouble spots and begin clearing them away.

With chainsaws and hand tools, we can clear tree limbs and
debris from the routes so all forms of travel can maneuver the
National Forest. Occasionally we will find a large tree or an unsafe
situation that we cannot handle and with GPS, we report it to the
Forest Service and they can come out with heavy equipment and

clear the road. Large boulders will sometimes dislodge and
block a road. Special equipment will be necessary to open the
road in this case. Campgrounds also need to be cleared of fallen
limbs and camper leftovers.

Another challenge that we find as the snow melts is the trash,
such as cans and bottles that appear along the roadway. We
collect bags and bags of trash each time we go to different areas.
The trash is brought home and sorted for disposal and recycling.
We all understand that “Pack-it-in, pack-it-out” does not always
happen. If everyone would do a litle more than their part, our
forests would be better for everyone to enjoy.

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Believe the Closure Signs!!!

| just spent two days with “The Friends
of Jawbone Moose Anderson Days”. A
weekend of volunteer cleanup and
recreation in the Jawbone Canyon and
Dove Springs OHV area. Attending were
240+ volunteers. Such a worthwhile event!!
| encourage all of you to do this in the
future.

There was opportunity to talk to BLM
administrators, Kern County Sheriff
Department, and the very well known
President of both CORVA and Friends of
Jawbone, Ed Waldheim.

Last year alone, Ed and others have
contributed hundreds and hundreds of
volunteer hours placing no-entry signs
around the Jawbone Canyon, Dove
Springs, the El Paso’s, and California City
OHV areas on NON-DESIGNATED TRAILS
in LIMITED USE AREAS. Placing and
replacing these signs takes considerable
effort. Three inch holes have to be bored
in the ground — takes two men to use the
boring machine and 4-wheel drive vehicles
to support the equipment/tools/material.
One volunteer spent 1000+ hours doing
nothing but trail maintenance — think about
it, 1000+ hours = 6 months of work 8 hours
a day!

WHY does Ed and others do this and
why have they been doing it for over 23
years? Only one reason — so we (OHV)
do not lose our right to access to identified
legitimate OHYV trails system in the Limited
Use areas. Ed is constantly reminded by
BLM that if it were not for his and “Friends
of Jawbone” humongous effort to keep
OHVs on designated trails, BLM WILL
CLOSE THE WHOLE LIMITED USE

BLM is currently enforcing a land
management plan established in 1985 at
which time the trails were inventoried and
placed on maps. At that time, hundreds of
miles of existing established trails were
conveniently left off the inventory and not
placed on the map. We are stuck with this
decision. Thus, it is how this land is being
managed now. If BLM cannot successfully
keep us off the non-designated trails, what
do you think they will do? Hint, hint,

Rumor has it that in coming weeks
there might also be an OHV management
hearing in the U. S. Senate. We will keep
you posted on that once we learn more
details about the scope of the proposed
hearing.

Recreational Trails Program

In 2009, the Congress will begin work
on another transportation authorization bill.
For the recreation community, this
reauthorization process is important
because it includes reauthorizing the
Recreational Trails Program (RTP).

RTP is financed through federal gas
tax receipts paid by OHV enthusiasts who
purchase gasoline for use in non-highway
vehicles used for recreational use. In other
words, for the fuel consumed by ATVs,
snowmobiles, off-highway motorcycles
and SUVs, the gas tax receipts associated
with such use is used to fund a federal
trails program that provides money for trail
projects in all fifty states.

Motorized and non-motorized
recreation organizations have supported
RTP because all benefit from the program.
Hiking trails, as well as OHV trails, can be
built using the money generated from this
program. Because of this widespread
support among the larger recreation
community, reauthorization of this program
has never been in doubt. Rather, the
debate usually centers on how much to
authorize for the program.

The Congressional debate slated
tobegin in 2009 is likely to be a very different
story. Storm clouds are gathering because
organized highway interests would like to
eliminate the RTP program altogether. They
want the funds that were previously used
to build recreational trails to be diverted to
highway construction.

As budget pressures increase on the
Federal Government and as the fiscal pie

grows smaller, competing interests are
gearing up for a tough fight. Highway
interests are already sharpening
their knives and are preparing to cut RTP
entirely from the reauthorization measure.
In 2008, the entire RTP program was
only $80 million.

To put things in perspective, it costs
approximately $25 million to construct one
mile of interstate highway. So, for a total of
3.2 additional miles of new highway
construction, highway builders would like
to decimate the Recreational Trails
Program. We can't let them have their way.

The battle will not become intense until
2009. But, we are putting ARRA members
on notice that the battle is coming and
that we need to be prepared. We will keep
you posted on further developments and
some time in 2009, we will be asking you
to contact your Member of Congress.

In the meantime, if you meet someone
who happens to be running for the U.S.
House or Senate, tell them that you support
reauthorizing the RTP program and you
want to know whether they do too.
Politicians have a tendency to listen more
closely to their constituents during in an
election year. It's a funny thing about human
nature. If you are asking someone for their
vote, you tend to be a little more sensitive
to their interests as well. So, take
advantage of their keen listening skills and
tell them how important the RTP program
is to you and your family.
