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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

JOHNSON VALLEY EXPANSION OFFICIAL

Of all the issues at hand concerning our available o pportunity for off road use, the prospect of the cl osing of Johnson
Valley requires our immediate attention. As you ha ve learned from reading your CORVA newsletter, the Of f-Roaders
In Action (ORIA), our Military has just officially a sked for Johnson Valley to be suspended from any ne w permits and
will follow Course of Action Plan #3. The good new s is that Plan 3 will include the evaluation of tho se lands to the
north and east of the existing base, not just Johns on Valley. That is a total of 422,000 acres. Ift he Military does
choose the open sections of Johnson Valley, OHV use will be prohibited from over 150,000 acres of curre nt public lands
that are now used by recreational off-roaders that include AMA District 37 Desert Racers, Off Road Truc k Racing and
numerous other hobbies. Additionally, the Rock Cra wlers will lose ALL of the unique rock climbing “Ha mmers” and
the desert racers will loose their established race courses.

We the public will lose the largest open OHV recreat ion area in the country. However, this is insignif icant compared
to the loss to the multi billion dollar movie indus try as this is the only place in the country they c an still get a 360
degree panoramic view for film making. There will be losses to local communities from the supporting infrastructure
of the film industry, which will cost even more job s to our State in an already hurting economy.

Interestingly, California is also now in a huge pus h to be pro-active with renewable energy sources an d has encour-
aged the planning and building of 90 wind generatin g plants all over our state including, yes, Johnson Valley. The Fry
Mountain project will place 30 or more wind-generat ors on land that OHV currently use. The Power Compa ny has
assured the OHV leaders that off road use will conti nue in this area but land will be lost to the vario us transfer sta-
tions and new roads. We will forever have to look at those windmills.

On top of these issues, OHV advocates expect more con troversy over the Wilderness Bills. CORVA expects w e will be
barraged in the next year, as more and more we must struggle against those who want to limit our recre ational oppor-
tunities.

What does this mean to you? Where will we go after the areas are closed? The burden on an already ov er crowded
State Park system will be overwhelming. The recent closure of the large Clear Creek Management Area o n BLM land
was very disappointing. If this is an area you hav e used, where do you go now for your OHV recreation? What can

CORVA members do?

First, READ YOUR ORIA. The better informed you are, the easier you can inform others. Our web site is ¢ onstantly
updated so you can check on current status for hot issues. It has been said before, but please, write to your
Congressperson, State Senators and Assembly members . A quick letter does make a difference and helps to educate
them as well. Help us spread this information by v olunteering your time at our shows and events.

Secondly, when you have finished reading your ORIA p lease pass it on to a non-member and encourage them to join
CORVA. You can even fill out a FREE 90-Day membersh ip for your non-involved friends so we can educate them and
get them helping. Don’t forget about your own memb ership - every membership is important and so are t hose dona-

tions. Every dollar counts.

Remember that CORVA is and always has been staffed b y all volunteers. We don't have expensive offices or paid
staff. We are truly the grassroots of the OHV commu nity in California. In order to represent our memb ers and defend
our OHV rights we need financial support. Our excell ent attorneys and lobbyists are worth our investmen t, but we
need to be ready with available funds when necessar y.

Wyoming Federal Judge 8ikes Down Roadless Rule

A federal judge in Wyoming on August 12 struck down the so-called Roadlg®Rule instituted by the Clinton administration
in 2001 that bans road construction on some 60 million acres of national forest natiwide.

U.S. District Judge Clarence Brimmer said the rule violated the federaNational Environmental Policy Act and the
Wilderness Act because in some instances it created defacto Vifdess areas that ban most activities, including off-roaj
recreational riding. The judge said only Congress has the power to creaWilderness.

This is just the latest salvo in a continuing battle among various interestgho want to participate in, or ban, certain activi-
ties from the 60 million acres of national forest. A U.S. district judge in Cé#flornia earlier reaffirmed the Roadless Rule, which
means that for the issue to be fully resolved it ultimately will need toédecided by the U.S. Supreme Court.

While roadless areas are called road less, they, in fact, contain milesd miles of motorized trails. Federal officials over théd
years have repeatedly stated that motorized recreation is allowed in roadle areas. The rule is designed to stop logging an
mining on the acreage.

Many legislators believe that a letter represents not only the position of éhwriter but also many other constituents who did

not take the time to write. Keep it brief: Letters should never be longethan one page, and should be limited to one issue.

Legislative aides read many letters on many issues in a day, so your letteosld be as concise as possible. Letters and fa

are an extremely effective way of communicating with your elected officials. Emaitge the next best option and even easier

to produce and send.

State Who You Are and What You Want Up Front: In the first paragraph, tell your legislators that you are a constituent and
identify the issue about which you are writing. If your letters pertairs to a specific piece of legislation, it helps to identify
by its bill number (e.g. H.R. or S. ). Hit your three most important points: Choeghe three strongest points thal
will be most effective in persuading legislators to support your positionPersonalize your letter: Tell your elected official why

this legislation matters in his community or state. If you have one, include personal story that shows how this issue affedts
you and your family. Remember that often your elected official may know no more about given issue than you do. Use tHe
