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A California BLM ResourceAdvisory Councils (RAC) recognized the need for more
off-road riding areas and took action by forming an OHSubcommittee

According to the BLM all options are on the table and open for discussionPossibilities under review are:
* Development of mini-OHV parks close to urban areas in partnership viih local cities and counties
e Pursue large tracts of land within the state of California
* Analyze obstacles standing in the way of reopening previously closackas
 Investigating options with private land owners for recreation opportunities

CORVA has been there to advocate for California Off Road interests at the OH¥ub-committee meetings. The first mee
ing was held in Santa Nella in July, and the second meeting waseatly held in Coalinga where they adopted the following
mission statement:

" To provide quality recreational opportunities that remain available for futur e generations through programs that balancg
OHYV recreational impact with programs that conserve and protect cultural andnatural resources."

All Central California field offices have been asked to provide maps giossible new OHV areas within the next year. Thi
Central California RAC encompasses the Folsom, Bakersfield, Hollister anBishop field offices.

Formal approval to create the new OHV subcommittee occurred prior to the ufortunate closure of the Clear Creek
Management Area by the BLM. The closure and subsequent outrage hasmérced the importance of the committee's prii
mary goal of looking for new off-road recreation opportunities within the state of Cafornia.
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A BLM Resource Advisory Council, or RAC, is a panel made up of citizewolunteers with varied areas of expertise wh
advise the BLM on natural resource issues. Panel members are choder their knowledge in particular specialties such as
OHYV recreation, grazing and may be members of tribal councils, state and latgovernments. Additionally, members arg
chosen for their collaborative spirit and consensus building attitude.The four RAC's in California are composed of 12 -1%
members, and meet throughout the state from 3-4 times a year.

County BLM OHV area, Lark Canyon, had been removed. Since then, the windrhicompany appealed that decision, so th
BLM has reopened the issue and held an open comment period. | commied again on behalf of CORVA. This time | did §
little more research and found a group called the National Wind Coordiating Collaborative (http://www.nationalwind.orqg).
This is a large collaborative organization that, among other things, sets guideligdor issuing permits for windmills. In the
document about permitting is a section on recreation, health and safety. Tmuote them “Public Health and Safety, Setbac
requirements — whether part of a formal regulatory process or self-imposed bgroject developers for operational considera
tions — provide an adequate buffer between wind generators and consistepublic
exposure and access. Changes in larger turbine technology and desligmt access to|
operating equipment.” The BLM has said that windmills will not effect lecreation-
al access to Lark Canyon. This document suggests otherwise and | fear thiatvind-
mills are placed in Lark Canyon, OHV access could be in jeopardy!

You might remember that these type of windmills cost about $5 million each anchn
generate $1 million a year in income. | worry that the windmills would tale prece-|
dence over recreation and, should a conflict develop, recreation wouldose. After
all, what is more important, our nations energy needs, or a hobby?
